They may return 24 hours after the symptoms/fever are gone (without medication) and they can participate in our daily activities.  Your assistance is needed to stop the spread of viruses and illnesses.  Please do not give your child medication and bring them in if they are not feeling well.  By the time the medication wears off and we notice a fever, the child’s entire classroom has been exposed and we start all over with the virus.  Your cooperation will greatly reduce the spread of germs and minimize the days your child will need to be out.
Our policy for inclement weather is that we will close if LPS and the State of Nebraska Offices close for snow.  
We are closed on the 22nd & 23rd for the Thanksgiving Holiday.
